Title:   Streetlighting 

 

Purpose: To establish guidelines for the installation of streetlights. 

 

Policy Statement: Streetlighting is installed by Alberta Power Limited and the 

Town of Stettler pays a monthly charge for each streetlight.  

The charge covers the maintenance and operational costs. 

 

Alberta Power Limited charges a capital contribution for 

installation of streetlights as approved by the Alberta Utilities 

Board.  These contributions depend on the type of fixtures, 

underground or overhead wiring and size of luminaire. 

 

The streetlighting shall be approved by the Town and shall in 

general terms meet the standards set out in the “Guide for 

the Design of Roadway Lighting” from the Roads and 

Transportation Association of Canada. 

 

In new subdivisions, all streetlighting shall be on metal 

streetlight posts and utility wiring shall be placed 

underground. 

 

Extensions from existing overhead wiring to fill in areas shall 

be permitted on wooden posts with overhead wiring unless 

Council determines that metal streetlight posts and 

underground wiring shall be required. 

 

Payment of the required capital contributions shall be made 

by the developer where the streetlighting is required as part 

of a subdivision development or by the abutting and/or 

benefiting property owners where streetlighting is requested 

by residents or property owners.
