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Memorial Tree Park
To establish an area for trees to be planted for memorial purposes.

The Town of Stettler will work in cooperation with local funeral
homes and any other interested community groups to promote,
market, and sell frees for the Memorial Tree Park.

The purchase of the tfrees will be as a charitable donation to be
receipted by the Town of Stettler.

The trees will be planted annually on the most convenient date
closest to Arbor Day. Trees that die will be replaced as deemed
necessary by the Parks and Leisure Services department. The Town
of Stettler will not be required to keep a certain number of frees
and reserves the right to thin and remove trees as required to keep
the park aesthetically pleasing.

Those who purchase a free in memory of someone will have the
departed’s name recognized on a black granite monument in the
park. These names will be engraved once per year on site and will
not represent specific trees.

The tree park will be divided into 4 phases. Each phase must be
filled in order for the next phase to begin. The attached Schedule B
identifies these 4 phases.

Trees to be planted in the Memorial Tree Park must be of the
following species:
